From Roots to Global
Reach - A Brief History of
the Pathfinder Ministry

FIRST YOUNG PEOPLE’S SOCIETY

In 1879, Luther Warren and Harry Fenner founded
a boys' society in Hazelton, Michigan, to help
young people prepare for heaven. The first society
had a membership of five or six, and Elder Luther
Warren reported on their work at weekly meetings.
Later, girls were invited to join, but the significance
of this first young people's society was not realized
until later.

THE MISSIONARY VOLUNTEER DEPARTMENT

In 1907, the Seventh-day Adventists Church
established the Seventh-day Adventist Young
People's Society of Missionary Volunteers (MV
Society) to train young adults for service and
protect them from worldly influences. The
organization focused on daily Bible reading,
prayer, and service, leading to the establishment of
the Youth Instructor magazine and an annual Week
of Prayer. In 1909, the JMV Society was created for
younger children.

BEGINNING OF PATHFINDER CLUBS

In 1919 Arthur W. Spalding started a Mission Scouts
organization in Tennessee for his own boys and
their friends. Activities consisted of handicrafts,
woodcraft, hiking, and camping. They adopted a
Pledge and Law, which became the basis for today’s
Pathfinder Pledge and Law (Krum, 1963).

H O W  P A T H F I N D E R S  G O T  I T S  N A M E

Arthur Spalding recounted the story of John
Charles Fremont, a Civil War soldier and explorer
who had been given the nickname "The Pathfinder,"
which fascinated the boys. In 1926, John McKim
established the first Pathfinder club, and in 1950,
the General Conference authorized its
establishment.

Today there are about 2 million pathfinders in 180
countries of the world. God is indeed leading as we
follow His Path.
